Important Notes

* Please ensure you provide
Kimberley Wild with a mobile
phone number in case there are
any last minute notifications.

e This is a wilderness camping
adventure. There is a medium level
of activity — walks and swimming
- so you must be reasonably fit in
order to participate in the itinerary.

e Departures are all subject to
weather conditions and road
closures — this is usually only a
concern for April & October /
November departures.

* The optional scenic helicopter
flight over the Bungle Bungles is
highly recommended - allow
approximately AU$300.

e Space in the vehicle is limited
so please keep your luggage light
- bring only essentials in a small
soft bag, max 10kg.

* To participate in this trip you
must be prepared to assist with
preparing meals, cleaning dishes,
collecting firewood, setting up
and packing up camp.
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Travel Insurance

Travel insurance is highly
recommended for all our trips.
As we are travelling in a very
remote area, you should ensure
you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency
repatriation at a minimum. We
strongly recommend that the
policy also covers personal liability,
cancellation, curtailment and loss
of luggage and personal effects.

Alcohol

Kimberley Wild Expeditions does
not provide alcohol with meals.
Travellers are welcome to bring a
personal supply from Broome if
desired — preferably no glass
bottles. En route, alcohol can

be purchased with meals only at
Fitzroy Crossing. Please note that
alcohol restrictions are in place
throughout the Kimberley.

What to Bring

Travel Tip

This trip explores the highlights of
the Kimberley, but does not reach
the spectacular coastline of the
Dampier Peninsula, home of the
Bardi saltwater people. Consider
adding Cape Leveque to your
itinerary — either join a 1 Day
Cape Leveque Adventure
(departs Tuesdays, Thursdays &
Sundays, Trip Code 1DCL) or
combine this trip with our 3 Day
Cape Leveque Experience on the
8 Day Spirit of the Kimberley
(departs Saturdays, Trip Code
8DSK).
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
